| am pleased to inform Meat South West (you) that subject to there being no change
of circumstances the Agency has decided to invest up to but not exceeding £12,445
in the Proposal.

This offer replaces the original contract letter of 13 December 2004 which approved
£109,500 towards this Proposal. Further to project management meetings, it was
decided that the original funding be reduced to £12,445 to cover the costs involved
with completing the Defra Application. The £12,445 incorporates funding spent to
date from December 2004, (£4,955.06), leaving a working balance of £7,489.94 from
January 2007 until the completion of the project.

Other changes to the original contact will be:

« Contract will now be between South West RDA and Meat South West, (not
South West Food and Drink as per previous project).

« Change to name of project. The project will now be known as Meat South
West — PDO Status as opposed to Meat South West — PGl Status.

« The completion date will be reviewed six monthly with a view to completion
by March 2009.
